EKURHULENI SHOOTING CLUB

RANGE REGULATIONS
The Ekurhuleni Shooting Range has been accredited by the South African Bureau of Standards (SABS) and the South African Police Service (SAPS) for the use of the following firearms only.

0.22” rifle.

Handgun, any calibre.

Shotgun, (multi pellet only, no slugs)

Centre fire rifles are expressly forbidden. No rifle ammunition even though fired from a handgun is allowed
Shooting may not take place without an accredited range officer being in charge and present on the range.

Shooting must take place only from the designated firing points.


Handgun, 

 Positions 21 to 30 inclusive. (From behind the benches provided.)


Rifle,  


Positions 2 to 30 inclusive.


Bench rest rifle. 
 Position 1 only  (.22”only)

Shotgun.
Positions 21 to 30 but from in front of the wooden roof baffle supports, firing towards the back stop.

All shooting from the standing position, handgun and rifle, will be conducted from behind a bench or table.

No center fire rifles or ammunition, and no rifle caliber handguns are allowed on the range.

The preceding regulations are in line with the range accreditation certificate and are to ensure no damage occurs to the range and no projectiles exit the range surrounds. It is imperative that these regulations are adhered to.

Before using the shooting range all shooters will sign the range indemnity statement and have read and understood the range regulations and safety rules. All range users (including non shooters) will also complete the attendance register and recognize the Range Officer in charge.
